Reading aloud


Independent Reading


Exposure to a wide range of literature


Teacher modeling and discussing his or her own process as a reader


Primary instructional emphasis on comprehension


Teaching Reading as a process


Social, collaborative activities with discussion


Grouping by interests, choices


Silent reading followed by discussions and activities


Teach skills in context


Writing before and after reading


Encouraging invented spelling


Use of reading in content fields


Assessments that are higher level thinking


Measuring success of the reading program by reading habits, attitudes, and comprehension.�
Exclusive stress on whole class or reading group activities


Teacher selection of all materials


Relying on a basal reader


Teacher keeping their reading private


Primary instructional emphasis on reading sub-skills such as phonics and syllables


Teaching reading as a single act


Solitary seat work


Grouping by reading levels


Round Robin Oral Reading


Teaching isolated skills in work books


Little or no chance to write about what students are reading


Teaching isolated skills in work books


Little or no chance to write


Punishing pre-conventional spelling


Segregation of reading to only “reading time”


Evaluation focused on low level skills
